Aims 

 The main objective was to provide the  

governments of the partners’ countries and EU  

institutions with information about new  

psychoactive substances (NPS) in order to  

better identify the different typologies of these  

drugs and the consumption patterns, assess  

related risks, and set up more effective  

responses. In particular aims can be detailed as  

follows: 

 to identify new psychoactive substances and inform  

the Early Warning System (EWS) about them; 

 to improve awareness and knowledge of drugs and 



Activities 

-Creation of a project website and networking  

with similar project websites, in particular those  

showing results about drug checking and NPS 

-Outreach interventions in clubs and parties with  

high drug consumption 
-Drug Checking 

-Data transmission and report to EWS 

-Dissemination of drug checking results both in  

drug addiction services and other shareholders  

(partygoers, public authorities etc...)
